The type of the lesson: combined 
The aims: 
I.  Educational: to form the speaking skills on the theme “Dream”, including the elements of discussion arguments, to encourage the students to express their point of view using the correct grammar and lexis.
II. Developing: To improve students’ vocabulary on the theme,  to train their audition  and speaking.
III. Upbringing: to bring up the students to be able to listen each other and to  respect other`s opinions, to bring up the students’ accuracy, responsibility, order, activity and interest in the subject.
The methods: critical thinking, question - answer, group work
The connection with other subjects: self - knowledge, pedagogical proficiency
Visual aids: slides, pictures, interactive board, cards, song, flipchart, video
Procedure of the lesson:
I. Organization moment. 
Greating, conversation with the duties. (2min)
T. Good morning, children! I’m glad to see you today. How are you? I hope you are fine! Sit down, please! What date is it today? Who is absent? 
II. Checking the home task. (5 min)
To tell the rhyme by heart. 
III. Warm-up activities  (5 min)
T. Look at the screen! Can you guess the theme of the lesson? (DREAMS)
Watching the video film about future dreams. 
T. Yes, it’s “dreams”.

IV. Introductory part.  (6min) 
T:Tell me, please, what comes to your head when you hear the word dream? Come up to the board and write down your ideas! What is dream? What does it mean in your mind?

He  urged his supporters: should resist racism, but not by force. No bloodshed! He opposed the US colonial aggression and the war in Vietnam. For success in the democratization of American society in 1964, He was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize. He had a dream - to destroy the racial prejudices that white and black could co-exist in the United States as equals.
